Audi A6 car for the personal use of its
partner, Mahmood Alam. The vehicle was
manufactured by Audi India, a division of
Volkswagen, and was purchased from an
authorised dealer on March 8, 2013, for a
sum 0f T47,10,000.

On May 30, 2013, three partners of Fauz
International were travelling from Kanpur
to New Delhi. The vehicle was
moving at a speed of 80 to 100

technical defence that the complaint was
not maintainable on the ground that the
vehicle was purchased for acommercial
purpose by a business entity. On merits, it
denied the existence of any manufacturing
defect and asserted that all vehicles
undergo stringent quality checks. Audi con-
tended that the airbag mechanism gets trig-
gered only when the head-on impact
crosses a specific threshold.

In this case, according to Audi, the car had
crashed under the truck, causing the top of
the bonnet to bear the impact. It was not a
direct frontal collision, and therefore the
airbag mechanism was not activated.

It argued that it could not
be held liable in the absence of any
manufacturing defect.

The vehicle was taken to Audi’s work-
shop in Lucknow, which opined that certain
parts needed to be replaced to make the
vehicle roadworthy. These would have to be
imported from Germany.

The customer filed a complaint with the
National Consumer Disputes Redressal
Commission, naming Audi India and Audi
Germany as joint respondents. It was
alleged that the vehicle had inherent manu-
facturing defects, as the brakes failed to
function and the airbags did not deploy
during the accident, leading to a fatality.

The customer further pointed out that
the manufacturers had issued a worldwide
recall of about 102,000 Audi vehicles of vari-
ous models between 2013 and 2015 due to
airbag-related issues.

Audi contested the complaint. It raised a

extent and severity of
impact required to trigger
the airbag safety mechanism, it would con-
stitute an unfair and deceptive trade prac-
tice. In such circumstances, the doctrine of
resipsa loquitur (the facts speak for them-
selves) could be invoked.

The failure of the airbag mechanism while
the vehicle was under warranty
could be taken as indicative of a manufactur-
ing defect and a breach of safety standards.
However, in this case, the commission found
no breach of safety standards by the manu-
facturer. It concluded that the airbags failed
to deploy not due to any defect but because of
negligence on the part of the truck, which had
not installed rear protection.

Accordingly, by its order dated May 16,
2025, delivered by Subhash Chandra for the
Bench along with J Rajendra, the
complaint was dismissed.

TAX FILING FOR INVESTORS USING LRS ROUTE

Non-disclosure of foreign assets,
income can attractX10 lakh fine

Misreporting may invite penalty up to 200 per cent of the tax due

SANJEEV SINHA

In April 2025, $2.5 billion flowed out of
India under the liberalised remit-
tance scheme (LRS), with investment-
related remittances surging around
105 per cent year-on-year. As the
mutual fund route for overseas
investments is frequently unavail-
able, many investors are using the
LRS route (the total outgo via this
route in FY 2024-25stood at $29.56 bil-
lion). Such investors must ensure that
they file their income-tax return (ITR)
accurately.

Choose right ITR form, schedules
Resident investors holding foreign
assets or earning income from foreign
securities must file ITR-2 or ITR-3.
“Use ITR-2 if you do not have income
from business or profession, and ITR-
3 form if you have income from those
sources,” says Poorva Prakash,
partner, Deloitte India.

All foreign assets, including secur-
ities, must be disclosed in Schedule
FA (Foreign Assets). “Resident and
Ordinarily Resident (ROR) individ-
uals and Hindu Undivided Families
(HUFs) must report under Schedule
FA, irrespective of whether any
income from such assets is taxable in
India. Even dormant or low-value
holdings must be declared,” says
Abhishek Soni, co-founder, Tax2Win.

Income from foreign sources
should be reported in Schedule FSI
(Foreign Source Income). To claim tax
relief, use Schedule TR (Tax Relief).
Gainsor losses from the sale of foreign
securities should be reported under
Schedule CG (Capital Gains), while
dividends, interest or other income
should be reported in Schedule OS
(Income from Other Sources).

If LRS remittances in a financial
year exceed 10 lakh, 20 per cent tax
collected at source (TCS) applies.
“The details of such TCS must be
reported in Schedule TCS of the tax
return form to claim credit for it,”
says Prakash.

Taxation rules for foreign securities
The rules for taxation of capital gains
from foreign securities (including
equities, equity mutual funds and
exchange-traded funds) sold on or after
July 23,2024, have changed. “Securities
held for 24 monthsor less are treated as
short-term capital gains (STCG) and
taxed at the individual’s applicable
income tax slab. Those held for more
than 24 months are taxed as long-term
capital gains (LTCG) at 12.50 per cent
(without indexation), plus cess, and the
applicable surcharge,” says Prakash.

Dividends from foreign securities
are taxable at the slab rate.

Avoiding double taxation
To prevent double taxation on income
such as dividend and capital gains,
investors can claim foreign tax credit
(FTC)inIndia.India’s double taxation
avoidance agreements (DTAAs) with
various countries allow exemption or
credit for taxes paid abroad. “To claim
foreign tax credit, the investor must
report the foreign income and taxes
paid in their Indian ITR and also
electronically furnish Form 67
on the income-tax e-filing portal,”
says Prakash.

Soni addsthat Form 67 must be filed
by December 31, 2025, to claim
this credit.

Setting off capital losses

The Income Tax Act permits the setting
off of capital losses from overseas
investments. “Losses from overseas
equity investments are allowed to be
set off against capital gains made in
India,” says Vishwas Panjiar, partner,
Nangia Andersen.

Short-term losses can be set off
against both short- and long-term
gains, while long-term losses can only
be set off against long-term gains.

“Unutilised capital losses can be
carried forward for up to eight years,
provided the return is filed within the
due date (September 15, 2025, for FY
2024-25),” says Amit Baid, head of tax,
BTG Advaya, a disputes and transac-
tional law firm.

Penalties for non- or misreporting

ROR taxpayers must disclose foreign
assets or income, including beneficial
interests, in their tax return. “Penalty
for non-reporting or misreporting of
foreign assets or income attracts a fine
of up toX10 lakh. It can possibly result
in prosecution proceedings under the
Black Money law,” says Panjiar. Baid
addsthat misreporting can attract pen-
alty of up to 200 per cent of the tax due.

and income disclosures can file a
revised or updated return to avoid
penalties. “The due date for filing
revised return is December 31 of the
financial year in which the original
return is filed,” says Dipesh Jain,
partner, Economic Laws Practice, alaw
firm. For FY 2024-25, the revised
return can be filed by December 31,
2025. “An updated return can be filed
within four years, but only if it results
in higher income or reduced losses
and attracts additional tax,” says Baid.

Common mistakes to avoid
Frequenterrors by those who investin
foreign securities include omitting for-
eign income or assets in ITR,
not claiming FTC, and failing to
reconcile TCS.

Onereasonisthatinvestors haveto
maintain their own records and file
ITR based on them. “Income from for-
eign assets is missed at times as such
income streams are not captured in
Form 26AS, Annual Information State-
ment or Taxpayer Information State-
ment. Further, such incomes do not
get pre-filled in the return of income,”
says Jain.

Baid cautions against incorrect
currency conversion and assuming
DTAA benefits without proper
documentation.
