UP URBAN TRANSPORT AND SBI JOIN
HANDS FOR CASHLESS BUS TRAVEL VIA
NATIONAL COMMON MOBILITY CARD
The Urban Transport Directorate and State Bank of India have
signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) to provide
Cashless, Contactless, Secure and Easy payment by the pas-
sengers through the National Common Mobility Card. Shri

The National Common Mobility Card, being implemented by the
Directorate of Urban Transport in collaboration with the State
Bank of India will be issued at designated counters and by bus
conductors. Passengers can apply for digital card through the
online portal. Recharge of the National Common Mobility Card
can be done through online portal and through E-Ticketing
Machines by the conductors on buses and from the counters.

HISTORIC %¥1,000 CRORE
FUND APPROVED FOR RAJASTHAN
DAIRY: RCDF

In a major initiative by Chief Minister Bhajanlal Sharma, the
State Government approved the creation of a ¥1,000 crore cor-
pus fund to be spent on the infrastructure of dairies across the
state for dairy development. This sanction has been issued for
the Rajasthan Co-operative Dairy Infrastructure Development
Fund (RCDIDF). This is a historic step in the field of dairy devel-
opment in Rajasthan, being taken for the first time in the last
two decades. This decision by the State Government will ben-
efit the cooperative dairies across the state and the lakhs of milk
producers associated with them. The expansion of the basic
infrastructure of the dairies will empower RCDF and District Milk
Unions to pursue national and international trade opportunities.
Shruti Bhardwaj, Administrator and Managing Director of the
Rajasthan Co-operative Dairy Federation (RCDF), stated that
approval for an investment of this magnitude in the state's
dairy sector has been issued for the very first time. She
informed that the sanctioned amount will be used to expand the
milk processing capacity in cooperative dairies across the
state, and the current total milk processing capacity of RCDF
will be increased from 52 lakh litres per day to 75 lakh litres per
day. New and state-of-the-art technology dairy plants will be
established in Alwar, Udaipur, Banswara, Bharatpur, and Sawai
Madhopur. The dairy plants of the Sikar-Jhunjhunu, Sri
Ganganagar-Hanumangarh, Jodhpur, and Kota Milk Unions will
be expanded and strengthened. Additionally, new state-of-
the-art plants will be set up in Kota, Udaipur, and Rajsamand
districts, and the Jodhpur Animal Feed Plant will be expanded.
New dairy plants with a 60 Metric Ton capacity will also be
established in Pali and Hanumangarh districts.
